“Economic theory” is concerned with the evolution and main principles, concepts,
problems and notions of economics. The modern types of economic systems and the production
basics are explained as well during the course. The further study is related to microeconomic focus.
The concepts of demand, supply and elasticity are used to explain the workings of simple,
competitive markets. The theory of perfect competition is reviewed to expand your understanding
of competitive markets, followed by theories regarding monopoly and imperfect competition. The
essence of entrepreneurial activities, costs, revenue, profit are given to you be oriented in a modern
business. Fundamentals of macroeconomics are also covered, where basic models of
unemployment, inflation and labour market are developed. Attention is also given to the role of
money in the economy and the role of government in the management of the economy through the
use of fiscal, monetary and other policies. The basic notions of international relations and global
problems of mankind are also introduced.

The aim of the discipline is to provide students with a thorough understanding of core
concepts and methods of economics. The study of “Economic theory” will help students to learn
the economist’s way of thinking and to be able to use economic concepts and methods to analyse
and interpret real-world economic phenomena, and to assess issues of economic policy.

fundamental economic categories, economic laws and principles of the economic systems
functioning; economic relations (including international ones), economic mechanisms and actions
of people concerning the effective decision-making under resources scarcity; latest processes of the
economic life globalization.
