Conference languages are Ukrainian, English, German, French, Spanish.

· the Participant’s Proposal Form;
· the paper formatted according to the requirements below;
· for students submitting papers solely – a scanned copy of the scientific advisor’s recommendation (a short recommendation of 10-15 lines certifying that the advisor has acquainted themselves with the contents of the paper and considers it to be in compliance with the Conference subjects and format requirements is sufficient);

· a scanned copy of the payment of the organizational contribution,
(Method of payment: Through PRIVATBANK's payment terminals or via the PRIVAT 24. Payment card number will be given later in response to your email letter request).
The file name must match the name of the contributor with the indication for the application. For example: Zheludenko_Application, Zheludenko_Materials, Zheludenko_A receipt.
Financial terms of participation:
• Organizational contribution is 80 UAH and includes the cost of preparing round table materials, roundtable programs, and organizational expenses; payment is made by bank transfer, electronic transfer or submitted in person to the organizing committee of the round table before April 10, 2022;

Publication of materials, results and results of the roundtable: an electronic version of the conference proceedings will be sent to the participants and will be available on the Faculty of Linguistic and Social Communication site by May 1, 2022.
Requirements and example of design of materials:
1. Volume up to 4 pages of A5 format (148x210 mm), orientation - portrait;

2. Fields: all fields – 20 mm;

3. Times New Roman font, size 11, line spacing 1, Normal style.

4. The first line (bold italic type, right-aligned) is the author's first and last name; second line - place of work or study (italic font, right-aligned); the third line (italicized, right-aligned) is the city and country of residence (indicated in brackets), for example, Vinnitsa (Ukraine).

The next paragraph is the name (boldface, all capital letters, centered, top and bottom indentation - 6 pt). Abstract in Ukrainian and English (5-7 lines), 3-5 keywords (italic font).

5. Text is aligned in width, paragraph – 10 mm, pages are not numbered. When typing, you must distinguish between hyphens and dashes, Ukrainian («») and Latin ("") quotes. Please unify the use of boldface and italics in highlighting examples and other snippets of text and avoid overusing underscores.

6. The Reference list (if necessary) is given in alphabetical order. The source number and page number are separated by a comma with a space, the source numbers by a semicolon, for example: [6; 7; 8], [8, p. 21; 9, p. 117]. The dot in the sentence is placed after the parentheses of the links. Specifying the city of publication, the name of the publisher, the year, the total number of pages (except online sources) are obligatory required.

7. Words transferring (including automatic words) are not allowed.

8. Infographics (diagrams, graphs) must always have been titled and is given after the infographics in the middle of the line. Explanation of the figure is placed before the name of the figure. Scanned and large tables, scanned (photographed) shouldn’t be grouped or colored.
