ABSTRACT

Mosora M.A. Separatism as an institutionalized political practice: challenges to
the European Union and Ukraine. — Qualifying scientific work as a manuscript.

The thesis covers the main theoretical and methodological approaches to the
study on the separatism phenomenon. In the initial stage of the theoretical analysis,
separatism is defined as a political conflict since political conflict is a unique type of
social relations, which refers to the phenomena of political power and its functioning
in society. Conflict interaction occurs when ethnonational groups compete with each
other for distribution of power and resources.

The formation of understanding the notion of separatism through historical
stages of development has been analyzed. Three main milestones of the formation of
understanding the notion of separatism have been identified. They are the era of the
fall of the Roman Empire, the Reformation in the church and religious sphere during
the Middle Ages and the Great French Revolution. The 1789 year became the so-
called starting point in the modern understanding of separatism as the Revolution was
an impetus for establishment of European nations’ national consciousness. It has been
emphasized that only at the beginning of the 20 c., separatism started to be defined
solely as a political movement aimed at gaining the autonomy or political
independence by a separate part of the state entity.

The reasons for separatism emergence have been suggested by foreign scholars
(M.Spencer, D.Horowitz, E.Smith, T.Garr, M.Toft, D.Lake and D.Rothchild,
M.Brown, J.Fearon and D.Laitin, T.Hurre, J.Burton, S.Huntington) as well as by
Ukrainian ones (V.Nakonechnyi, V.Kremin, V.Andrushenko, T.Vakulova,
A.Baronin, M.Basarab, V.Divak, O.Tsebenko, |.Rafalskyi).

Based on the literature, the main forms of separatism (Secessionism,
irredentism, autonomism) have been analyzed. Secession is singled out as the most

radical form of separatism and presupposes the demand for secession from the



current state and establishment of its own one; irredentism is concerned with
demands of communities and territories to join a Kkin state; autonomy is the least
radical form of separatism as it presupposes the demand for increasing self-
governance and enhancing the administrative and territorial status without secession.

Ethnopolitical separatism is determined as the most widely spread type of
separatism as it is caused by the very nature of ethnicity since it is based on such
integration factors as ethnic identity — “we — not we”, “friend — foe”, autonym,
common territory, culture, language, historical traditions, etc. The critical importance
of the stage of ethnicity politicization on the way of separatism is substantiated since
it presupposes that the political elite or the ethnicity core should be aware of the fact
that it is possible to obtain the improvement of its social and economical condition or
to create conditions for ethnocultural growth only with the help of political
leverages.

It has been found out that antagonism can emerge on the basis of objectively
opposite interest and transforms into a conflict only after ethnicities realize these
differences. It is emphasized that territorial conflicts are a vivid manifestation of
antagonism as they are because of one and the same territory, which must either
preserve its administrative status or change it. In this case, the problem can be solved
by satisfying the interest of only one conflicting party. There are no alternatives in
this case and if there are some, they do not resolve the conflict, only conceal and
postpone its resolution for the future.

The main waves of ethnic nationalism, which contributed to separatism in
Europe, have been described after E.Smith. The first wave was from the end of the
18 c. up to the end of the 19+ c.; the second — the first part of the 20+ c.; the third —
from the 1960s.

The common features of separatism in the European Union have been
ascertained. The main reasons for separatist movements in the EU and ways to
overcome the crisis (Catalonia, Scotland and Northern lIreland, Corsica, Brittany,
Flanders and Wallonia, etc.) have been revealed. Acknowledging the complex nature
of separatism origin, the homogeneity of its ground in Europe has been proved. The

high standards in the ethnic policy of nation states in the European Union contributed



to the de-escalation of conflict situations. The attention is focused on the pan-
European identity as the main principle of resolving ethno-political conflicts.

The impact of globalization and regionalization on the ethno-political
processes in the EU is substantiated. These very world trends influence the level of
ethnic identification of communities and fluctuation of their desire for self-
determination. The proliferation of market mechanisms, prosperity of free trade lead
to convergence of states; however, the same reasons contribute to isolationism and
separatism since they cause the resistance on the part of communities, the desire to
preserve their own identity. The dual influence of regionalization on separatism has
been detected. The author proves that the concept “Europe of regions” contributed to
the shift of the active stage of separatism in the EU to the passive stage of static
balance. It is stated that movements for broad autonomy in the EU is more politically
attractive than the radical forms of separatism as they recognize the probability and
perhaps the desirability of dual identity.

It has been highlighted that the process of ethnonational identification of the
Ukrainian society is rather exceptional. Ukraine is the state with unique
characteristics of the ethno-political field. According to the data of the all-Ukrainian
population census, the ethnonational map of Ukraine consists of dispersed (scattered)
and compact groups. Considering this, we have every reason to speak about the
probability of appearance of demands for national-cultural and national-territorial
autonomies, which may eventually grow into broader demands for self-governance
based on the achieved politicization of ethnicities.

It has been proved that in Ukraine the regionalization principle is rather badly
implemented in the national legislation. In general, regionalization is directly
connected with the decentralization of power and is obtained by delegating a
considerable part of authority to the field. Taking into account that Ukraine is still
rather centralized state with some elements of decentralization, the principle of
regionalization is perceived rather conservatively and moderately and the precedent
of military confrontation with the neighboring state makes the authorities take an
exclusively centralized position as the most effective in this period of political history

of the country.



Special attention is paid to that fact that separatism in the East of Ukraine does
not have a sufficient ethnic basis (language differences are not enough to establish a
separate state). The population of Donbas using separatization as a means of
manifestation of their demands and protection of their interests did not realize the real
consequences of this process in the form of military operations between Ukraine on
the one side and the RF together with the self-proclaimed quasi-republic on the other
side. The resistance to separatization contributed to the internal consolidation of the
multi-ethnic state.

It has been proved that the intervention of the Russian Federation became the
determining factor of separatism escalation in Ukraine. It is Russia that supported and
supervised separatist processes on the peninsula Crimea and Donbas on the pretext of
non-recognition of the Ukrainian government which was formed in consequence pf
the Revolution of Dignity. The annexation of Crimea was prepared by the
information (propagandistic) and financial influence from the RF on the peninsula
since during the years of Ukraine’s independence, Crimea had been under a great
influence of the neighboring state. It led to the conflict interethnic interaction fed by
the constant interference of the neighboring RF in the ethno-political situation in the
Crimea which resulted in the military intervention and the violation of the territorial
integrity of Ukraine.

The peculiarities of the current state of politicization of the Hungarian national
minority in Ukraine have been analyzed. The current state of politicization of the
Hungarians in the Transcarpathian region is covered. It is emphasized that Hungary
promotes the protection of its minority not only in Ukraine, but also in Austria,
Romania, Slovakia, Serbia and Croatia in the context of the “revival of Hungary”
concept. The peculiarities of the autonomist commitment of the Transcarpathian
region, in general, and the Hungarian minority, in particular. The attention is paid to
the paramount importance of the dual citizenship of the Hungarian national minority
on the territory of Ukraine, which enhances centrifugal tendencies in the region. It
has analyzed other circumstances and factors, which are significant and greatly
influence the politicization of the Hungarian national minority, development of the

discourse concerning the different view on the political future of the region.



It has been determined that the Ruthenian movement, both ethnographical and
political, has poor growth prospects (first of all, due to its small number). As in the
case of the Hungarian minority, the level of ethno-conflict situation of the Romanian
community in Ukraine is increasing. The process of obtaining Hungarian and
Romanian passports by Ukrainian citizens is intensifying more and more. It has been
underlined that first of all, the foreign support of minorities by kin-states and
dissemination of the irredentism ideas constitute the main threat of separatism in
Ukraine.
