The dissertation is devoted to the theoretical and legal study of scientific
positions, ideas, approaches, and practical aspects of the legal regulation of
simplified litigation in the civil justice of Ukraine and EU countries.

The legal nature of simplified lawsuit proceeding in the civil proceedings of
Ukraine and EU member states is analyzed. The signs of simplified lawsuit
proceeding can be considered mandatory, revealing the legal nature of simplified
legal proceedings and inherent in simplified legal proceedings in Ukraine and similar
procedures in EU member states. These signs are divided into material and
procedural. Material features include the monetary threshold of the case, a list of
individual categories of cases, and their ease of resolution. Procedural features that
arc mandatory include a derivative (derivative) nature, an informal and more
simplified process compared to the usual procedure, the absence of the obligation to
involve a lawyer, the active role of the judge, and a special procedure for reviewing
court decisions. The optional features, which are not mandatory for all EU member
states, include shortened time limits, simple rules for presenting evidence, greater
freedom of judges in decision-making, independent burden of costs for parties, lower
court fee rates, and voluntary application of a simplified review procedure small
things.

“Simplified lawsuit proceedings” should be understood as a derivative of legal
proceedings with simplified rules, a form of consideration of small or cases of minor
complexity, with the active participation of a judge and, as a result, speeding up the

consideration of a case in court in comparison with general legal proceedings.
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Comparing the procedural legislation of Ukraine and EU member states in
civil cases, common trends can be identified. In particular, in simplified lawsuit
proceedings, there is usually no court session, and written proceedings are
conducted, which contributes to the efficiency of the court proceedings. The
deadlines for submitting procedural documents are similar in different countries,
testifying to the common approach of legislators to preserving the principle of
“reasonable deadlines”. The interaction between the parties and the exchange of
information plays an important role before the trial, facilitating the disclosure of key
facts and documents related to the dispute. The introduction of a preliminary stage
in the simplified lawsuit proceedings can be useful, as the court decides whether to
proceed immediately to the merits of the case or to conduct a preparatory stage,
which helps to avoid delays and unfair use of the process.

Based on the conducted research, theoretical conclusions and proposals for
improving the norms of the current legislation were formulated. For the first time:
1) a list of criteria is given for determining whether a certain case should be
considered as insignificant (amount of the claim, simplified procedure of
consideration, absence of complex factual and legal issues, absence of third parties,
the possibility of settlement by amicable agreement; 2) a classification of approaches
to simplifying civil proceedings for consideration of small cases in EU member
states was carried out. These approaches can be classified as follows: a)
establishment of a clear, separate procedure within the framework of general legal
proceedings in civil cases, used by general courts (Ukraine, Estonia, Ireland, France,
Latvia, Poland, Slovenia), b) introduction of a separate type of procedure used by
special, specialized courts that exclusively consider civil cases in a simplified
manner (Belgium, Greece, Italy, Malta, the Netherlands), c¢) simplification of
individual procedural actions without establishing a separate procedure (Austria,
Spain, Lithuania, Germany, Slovakia, France); 3) the position regarding the
reduction of the upper limit of the monetary threshold for classifying the case as
insignificant is substantiated. Insignificant cases are defined as those whose value

does not exceed fifty amounts of the subsistence minimum for able-bodied persons;
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4) it 1s reasoned to exclude cases regarding the protection of consumer rights from
the category of insignificant, considering them as cases of minor complexity, which
at the same time require a quick and effective settlement of the dispute, subject to
compliance with the requirements of the Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine; 5) a
position has been developed regarding borrowing the experience of Great Britain in
terms of the application of the online mediation procedure in minor disputes into the
national legislation of Ukraine; 6) it is justified to conduct a preparatory stage in a
case that is being considered by the court under a simplified procedure, in cases
where this will contribute to the effective resolution of the case; 7) the need to use
special forms and templates for submitting procedural statements within the
framework of simplified legal proceedings, similar to the "European Small Claims
Procedure" or similar to those existing in EU member states (Ireland, Poland, Latvia,
Lithuania, Romania, Slovenia) is confirmed; 8) the opinion that persons who have
independent claims should participate only in the general legal proceedings, and not
in the simplified one, is substantiated; 9) 1t is proposed to reduce the terms for
appellate appeal of cases, if they were considered in the order of simplified legal
proceedings.

Improved. 1) the scientific definition of the concept of "simplified lawsuit
proceedings", according to which "simplified legal proceedings" should be
understood as a form of consideration derived from legal proceedings with
simplified rules, with the active participation of a judge, and as a result, the
consideration of a case in court is accelerated in comparison with general action
proceedings; 2) distinguishing between the categories of "simplified procedure" and
"accelerated procedure" regarding consideration of civil cases in civil proceedings,
as the term "accelerated procedure" is a temporal characteristic and means the
consideration of a case or the execution of procedural actions more quickly due to
shortening the terms of execution of procedural actions; 3 signs of simplified
proceedings in civil proceedings and their classification into mandatory and
optional. Mandatory features include: an informal and more simplified process

compared to the usual procedure of proceedings; lack of obligation to involve a
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lawyer in the process; the active role of the judge in the consideration of minor cases;
special procedure for review of court decisions. The optional features include:
shorter terms, relatively simple rules regarding the presentation of evidence by the
parties and much more freedom of judges when making a decision; the independent
burden of costs of the parties in relation to the conduct of the case; lower court fee
rates; voluntary application of the simplified procedure for consideration of small
cases; 4) proposals for making changes to the practice of reading a court decision,
providing prompt access to the written text of the decision.

Further developed: 1) provisions on the specialization of general jurisdiction
judges, who will specialize in consideration of relevant categories of cases: family,
labor, collection of monetary obligations in simplified legal proceedings; 2)
justification of the need for cassation filters for cases that were considered in the
order of simplified legal proceedings due to the legal nature of simplified legal
proceedings.
