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SUMMARY

The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive study of Ukraine’s security and
defence policy during the period of 2004-2022, in particular, the analysis of the
regulatory and legal framework, securitization processes, the state’s foreign policy
strategies, and its participation in integration initiatives.

The relevance of the research lies in the need for a systematic analysis of the
transformation of Ukraine’s security and defence policy during the period of
2004-2022 in the context of dynamic structural changes in the European security
architecture and the growing role of force in international relations. The metamorphosis
of Ukraine’s strategic paradigm, the successful dynamics of Ukraine’s cooperation and
integration processes with the EU and NATO, as well as the aggressive policy of the
Russian Federation, require a rethinking of Ukraine’s status within the European
security supercomplex. In this context, Ukraine’s European and Euro-Atlantic
integration necessitates a revision of the ontological foundations of national security and
their harmonization with the EU approaches.

The first chapter of the research is devoted to the theoretical and methodological
foundations of analyzing security as a complex and multidimensional phenomenon,
viewed as a key factor in ensuring the existential and co-existential national interests of
the state. Within this chapter, the conceptual and categorical framework of the research
1s systematized, and the author’s definition of the term “security and defence policy” is
proposed as a strategic, multidimensional instrument of state policy aimed at protecting
national interests, ensuring national security, and, as a result, guaranteeing the safety of

citizens. The chapter substantiates the feasibility of introducing this concept in the
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process of harmonizing national strategies and adapting Ukraine to European standards
in the field of security and defence within the context of European integration.

Special attention is given to the analysis of the theory of securitization, which
helps to reveal the mechanisms of constructing threats in state discourse. In addition, the
paradigm of realism (classical, neorealism, and neoclassical) is examined in the context
of the growing role of power politics and state-centered approaches in international
relations. Significant focus is placed on classical theories of geopolitics, geostrategy,
and regionalism, which emphasize the strategic importance of spatial factors in
international politics. Within the framework of the theory of regional security
complexes, the transformation of the post-Soviet regional security complex and the
gradual transition of Ukraine to the European regional security complex through
integration with the EU and NATO, as well as the securitization of the Russian
Federation, are analyzed.

The study focuses on the politico-military dimension of security, as Russia’s
aggression against Ukraine symbolizes a return to classical forms of warfare, adapted to
modern conditions. The international system has not, de facto, completed the Cold War
phase, and the period from 1991 to 2022 is considered transitional, during which Russia
restored its influence and prepared to revise the existing world order. Russia’s strategy
is based on the desire to establish control over Eurasia, countering Ukraine and the
West’s democratic values with its own authoritarian model of development. At the same
time, Ukraine’s European and Euro-Atlantic integration processes, along with the
growing influence of the EU and NATO in Eastern Europe, are shaping a new European
security architecture. In this context, Russia’s war against Ukraine has become a central
element of global geopolitical and civilizational confrontation between democracy and
authoritarianism, taking on the characteristics of a new Cold War with the potential
involvement of other influential global actors.

The second chapter of the dissertation analyzes the peculiarities of the formation
and implementation of Ukraine’s security and defence policy during 2005-2010 — the
period of Viktor Yushchenko’s presidency. It reveals the strategic shift in state policy

from a multi-vector to a priority orientation toward European and Euro-Atlantic
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integration as the key foreign and security policy priority of Ukraine. The chapter
outlines the regulatory and legal framework and conceptual documents that formalized
this course, as well as Ukraine’s practical steps in developing cooperation with the EU
and NATO - primarily in the areas of political dialogue, security interaction, and
defence cooperation. Particular attention is given to Ukraine’s regional integration
within the framework of the European Neighbourhood Policy, the Eastern Partnership,
and the Black Sea Synergy, as well as its participation in the South-Eastern Europe
Defence Ministerial.

The ambivalent position of Ukraine towards the Russian Federation is
highlighted: although threats from Russia were acknowledged at the level of political
discourse, its official securitization was not carried out. Attempts to normalize relations
with Moscow proved to be largely ineffective in the context of Russia’s increasingly
aggressive foreign policy, particularly after the 2008 Russo-Georgian war.

The study traces Ukraine’s gradual withdrawal from post-Soviet regional
structures alongside its aspirations to establish itself as a regional leader within the
GUAM format, as well as its consistent integration with the EU and NATO. These
processes, however, were accompanied by increasing political and economic pressure
from the Russian Federation and internal political contradictions, which significantly
reduced Ukraine’s strategic maneuverability.

Ultimately, this period is characterized as a “time of missed opportunities”:
despite certain formal achievements, the absence of real prospects for EU and NATO
membership, the growing influence of Russia, and the internal political crisis left
Ukraine on the periphery of the European security system — within the framework of the
post-Soviet regional security complex. The experience of this period remains relevant
for Ukraine’s current security policy, particularly in addressing external threats and
deepening institutional rapprochement with the West.

The third chapter of the dissertation explores the specifics of Ukraine’s security
and defence policy during the presidency of Viktor Yanukovych (2010-2014), which
marked a stage of significant reversal in the state’s foreign policy course and a shift in

strategic orientations in the sphere of national security. The transformation of the
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declared policy of non-alignment is analyzed — a policy that formally envisaged
balancing between the Western and Eastern vectors but, in practice, gradually evolved
into a model of foreign policy isolation with a priority on developing relations with the
Russian Federation. The content and focus of the key regulatory and strategic
documents that formally enshrined Ukraine’s non-aligned status are examined, while at
the same time demonstrating the ambiguity and inconsistency of its strategic priorities.

Particular attention is given to the contradictory nature of Ukraine’s foreign
policy during this period. On the one hand, there was a declared interest in deepening
cooperation and integration with the European Union; on the other hand, real steps
toward signing the Association Agreement with the EU were blocked. The research
analyzes Ukraine’s cooperation with NATO, which, although it continued in the form of
implementing Annual National Programs, participating in joint exercises, and
contributing to peacekeeping missions, was simultaneously accompanied by a rollback
of Euro-Atlantic integration at the level of strategic planning. This was manifested in
the dismantling of key institutions responsible for preparing Ukraine for NATO
membership and the removal of relevant provisions from the national legislative
framework.

The process of Ukraine’s gradual involvement in the Russian security space is
detailed, in particular through the intensification of military-political and
military-technical cooperation with the Russian Federation. The study also examines
Ukraine’s policy of regional integration within the framework of the CIS and its gradual
involvement in Eurasian projects under Russia’s auspices — including the signing of the
CIS Free Trade Area Agreement and the Memorandum on Deepening Cooperation with
the Eurasian Economic Commission, which created prerequisites for Ukraine’s further
integration into the post-Soviet regional security complex.

The study focuses on the strategic miscalculations of Ukraine’s security policy
during this period, particularly the neglect of growing threats from the Russian
Federation. It is demonstrated that attempts to balance between geopolitical centers,

under conditions of authoritarian governance and the absence of a long-term security
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strategy, effectively led to Ukraine’s increased dependence on Russia and the
weakening of its defence capabilities.

It is concluded that Ukraine’s security and defence policy during the presidency
of Viktor Yanukovych was characterized by inconsistency, chaos, and strategic
short-sightedness, which created the preconditions for further Russian aggression. The
study emphasizes the need to take into account the experience of this period when
shaping Ukraine’s modern security policy — one that should be focused on strategic
autonomy, consistent European and Euro-Atlantic integration, and a systematic
approach to threat assessment and counteraction.

The fourth chapter of the dissertation examines the key stage of transformation in
Ukraine’s security and defence policy during 2014-2022, driven by the armed
aggression of the Russian Federation. Particular attention is paid to Ukraine’s rejection
of its non-aligned status and the formation of a strategic course towards European and
Euro-Atlantic integration, which was accompanied by the direct securitization of the
Russian Federation as the main source of military-political threats to Ukraine’s national
security. This transformation was comprehensively enshrined in the state’s legal and
conceptual framework through a number of key state documents, among which the 2019
constitutional amendments hold particular significance, as they established Ukraine’s
strategic course towards EU and NATO membership as irreversible.

The dissertation analyzes the intensification of Ukraine’s cooperation and
integration with the European Union — in particular, through the deployment of the EU
Advisory Mission in Ukraine, the establishment of the EU Military Assistance Mission
to Ukraine, the signing of the Administrative Agreement with the European Defence
Agency, and Ukraine’s attainment of candidate status for EU membership. Euro-
Atlantic integration became another important vector in the transformation of Ukraine’s
security policy, especially through the implementation of defence reform in accordance
with NATO standards. This process also involved the institutionalization of cooperation
with the Alliance, including the establishment of the Comprehensive Assistance

Package for Ukraine and the granting of Enhanced Opportunities Partner status.
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Particular attention in the study is devoted to the analysis of the creation of new
regional security formats within the so-called “small alliances strategy.” These include
the Lublin Triangle, the Quadriga, the Associated Trio, as well as the
British—Polish—Ukrainian trilateral pact, which enhance political cooperation and
accelerate Ukraine’s integration into the EU and NATO.

At the same time, the work notes that despite Ukraine’s significant achievements
in the field of European and Euro-Atlantic integration, substantial challenges remain.
These include the limited willingness of certain EU and NATO member states to fully
involve Ukraine in security structures, the policy of restraint towards Russia by some
Western countries, and the limited potential of existing regional cooperation formats
and mechanisms.

It has been concluded that during the 2014-2022 period, Ukraine underwent a
fundamentally new stage in the transformation of its security and defence policy, finally
moving beyond the post-Soviet space and integrating into the European regional
security complex. This process was based on the systematic securitization of the
Russian Federation, an intense dynamic of cooperation and integration with the EU and
NATO. At the same time, the further institutional consolidation of the achieved results
requires Ukraine to acquire full membership in the EU and NATO. The experience of
this period has demonstrated the importance of Ukraine’s strategic adaptation to new
threats, the strengthening of the state’s defence capabilities, effective integration into
Western security structures, and the expansion of the partnership system to ensure
national resilience, stability, and development.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in the comprehensive study of
Ukraine’s security and defence policy in the context of its foreign policy course and
integration processes with the EU and NATO, as well as the identification of factors
that define Ukraine’s modern security discourse amid Russian aggression. For the first
time, the research examines the securitization processes of Ukraine’s military-political
threats, taking into account the country’s foreign policy course and the international
situation. The feasibility of introducing the concept of security and defence policy into

the Ukrainian scientific and practical discourse is substantiated. A particular scientific
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value is the in-depth analysis and comparative assessment of Ukraine’s security and
defence cooperation with Western structures (EU and NATO) and the Eastern vector,
including the experience of cooperation with the Russian Federation.

A case-study analysis was conducted on the effectiveness of the implementation
of Ukraine’s security and defence policy during three key periods of its development:
2005-2010, 20102014, and 2014-2022. The concept of security and defence policy as
a socio-political phenomenon was clarified, the regulatory and legal framework in the
field of security and defence was systematized, Ukraine’s position in the European
regional security supercomplex was specified, and the role of regional integration
projects in the implementation of Ukraine’s security and defence policy was defined.

The practical significance of the research lies in the possibility of using its results
to improve Ukraine’s security and defence policy, specifically for the development of
an effective security strategy and the country’s integration into European and
Euro-Atlantic structures. The results can be used for the development of strategic
documents in the field of security and defence, updating the current Association
Agreement, as well as for improving educational programs, which will contribute to the
training of specialists capable of effectively responding to contemporary security
challenges.
