The dissertation is devoted to the problem of forming monological competence of
junior schoolchildren by means of media education.

The relevance of the study is due to the need to ensure the activation of speech and
communicative development of primary school students. In this context, the goal of
primary language education is relevant - the formation of a comprehensively developed
personality who possesses communicative skills in various spheres and types of speech
activity.

The main conceptual foundations of improving modern primary education, in
particular the formation of monologue speech, are based on legislative and regulatory
documents (the Law of Ukraine "On Higher Education", the Concept "New Ukrainian
School", the Pan-European Recommendations on Language Education, State Standards
of Primary, Basic and Complete Secondary Education). The feasibility of forming media
literacy of primary school students is substantiated in the Concept of the Implementation
of Media Education in Ukraine (new edition).

The strategy of improving the quality of national education, the implementation of
its competency paradigm, the dynamic progress of the information society actualize the
problem of modernization of the educational process with the use of media education
tools, aimed at the formation of a successful speaker, the development and self-
development of a student who possesses a system of knowledge, developed
communicative and creative abilities.

The modern concept of language training for primary school students is

characterized by a variety of educational projects, including the formation of monologue
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speech, which projects the production of elementary skills of communicative behavior on
the principles of educating a linguistic personality, who has impeccable linguistic
knowledge, the ability to create their own statements of different types, styles and genres
of speech. The active involvement of media educational technologies in Ukrainian
language lessons to form monological competence activates the process of students'
cognitive activity, strengthens their motivation for learning, and ensures the proper level
of speech and communicative communication.

In today's conditions, the processes of globalization and large-scale informatization
are defining new priorities in the education of the individual. A modern person must be
able to find and operate with information. The media plays an important role as a tool of
information culture, as it influences the worldview, needs and overall lifestyle of the
individual. Significantly optimize the process of learning the Ukrainian language, in
particular the development of monologue speech of a younger student, using media
literacy tools, the use of which strengthens motivation, activates students' cognitive
activity, and allows increasing the activity and effectiveness of language education.

The dissertation research presents a theoretical generalization and a new solution
to the scientific problem, which is manifested in the development and scientific
substantiation of pedagogical conditions, models, content and methods for forming
monological competence of younger schoolchildren using media education. The essence
and structure of the phenomenon of “formation of monological competence of junior
schoolchildren by means of media education” is revealed; the content of the concepts:
“competence”, “monological speech”, “monological competence”, “media education” is
clarified.

The assessment of the level of formation of monological competence of younger
schoolchildren by means of media education was determined by the following criteria:
structural and compositional (indicators: the ability to build different types of monologue
(narration, description, reasoning); the ability to build a monological statement according
to a clear structure, highlighting the main elements; ability to create simple media
products); communicative-productive (indicators: ability to build monologues based on

media texts; ability to build monologues based on media materials; ability to use
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expressive means of speech); communicative-creative (indicators: the ability to build
creative monologues of various types based on created media products; the ability to
create one's own media texts based on the content of comics; the ability to create
monologues taking into account the communication situation).

According to the criteria and indicators, the levels of formation of monological
competence of younger schoolchildren through media education are characterized: high,
sufficient, satisfactory, low.

The pedagogical conditions for the formation of monological competence of
younger schoolchildren through media education have been determined and scientifically
substantiated (the presence of positive emotional stimuli in the formation of monological
competence through media education; involving students in active speech activities of a
monological nature; creating a media environment for the formation of monological
competence in primary school).

The methodological basis of the problem of forming monological competence of
younger schoolchildren through media education was determined to be the competency-
based, personality-oriented, and communicative-activity approaches. In the context of the
initiated research, the competency-based approach was aimed at developing monologue
speech of primary school students in the process of communicative interaction "teacher-
student" and "student-student". We interpret competence as an integrated personal
characteristic that determines the ability to implement acquired knowledge, skills, and
abilities in speech and communicative activity and is acquired as a result of the
assimilation by younger schoolchildren of various types of competences (speech,
communicative, monological).

A personally oriented approach to the development of monologue speech of a
younger schoolchild consists in taking into account the level of students' mental abilities,
their individual characteristics, the object of learning (speech activity of schoolchildren)
and the subject of speech activity (student).

We understand the communicative-activity approach in the formation of
monological competence of younger schoolchildren through media education as a

purposeful process, the basis of which is the development of all types of speech activity,
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ensuring motivation for educational activity; determining the content of learning in
accordance with the goal, developing a system of exercises, speech situations and, on this
basis, developing practical speech skills. The outlined approach to language learning
ensures that students understand the communicative function of language.

The use of a communicative-activity approach in the formation of monologue
speech of younger schoolchildren involves focusing on the known four phases of speech
actions (orientation, planning, expression, control and correction of expression), which is
combined with the traditional approach to the development of students' speech.

The study developed and experimentally tested a model and methodology for the
formation of multi-disciplinary competence of younger schoolchildren using media
education. The experimental model was implemented in stages (communicative-
enriching, communicative-activity and communicative-creative stages), during which
certain pedagogical conditions were introduced.

The goal of the first - communicative and enriching - stage was to familiarize
students with different types of monologue (narration, description, reasoning) and its
structural elements (beginning, main part, and ending). At this stage, students could
practice their skills in constructing monologues while adhering to their structure;
composing a monologue according to a plan, relying on media materials; and selecting
headings for monologues.

At the second - communicative and activity - stage, students were stimulated to
construct a monologue based on media texts and relying on media materials. At this stage,
students were trained to use interphrase communication tools that helped to ensure the
overall compositional illustration of a certain type of speech. Important was the work with
media materials, on the basis of which students built texts of various types.

The third — communicative-creative — stage involved students’ independent use of
different types of monologue in their own oral speech. This stage involved students’
involvement in active speech activities of a monologue nature using media products, and
students’ independent composition of monologues based on the created media products.

The practical significance of the study lies in the development and implementation

of a methodology for forming monological competence of younger schoolchildren using

media education; a system of speech exercises and situations, experimental classes aimed
at forming monological competence; compiling lists of information resources aimed at
the formation of monological competence.

The materials of the dissertation can be used in the educational process of primary
school, in teaching professional methods and disciplines of the humanitarian cycle at the
faculties of primary education in higher education institutions and in institutes of
postgraduate education.

The effectiveness of the developed methodology for forming monological
competence of younger schoolchildren through media education has been theoretically
substantiated and practically confirmed, verified using statistical data processing
methods.

It was established that the implementation of the proposed model and methodology
for forming monological competence of younger schoolchildren by means of media
education with the comprehensive implementation of certain pedagogical conditions had
a positive impact on the effectiveness of this process. According to the results of the final
stage of the experiment, it was found that students in the experimental group experienced
significant positive changes in the levels of formation of monological competence
through media education.
