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The course “Stylistics” is aimed to provide students with expressive means and stylistic devices of different types
of texts and functional styles, their stylistic meanings and connotations. The course comprises major basic concepts and
theories of investigating EFL, peculiarities of professional terminology, research methods applied in analyzing stylistic
devices and contemporary views on text analysis. The course is also aimed at developing students’ skills to
independently acquire and improve their knowledge and skills by means of reading and reviewing relevant scientific
literature in English, and understanding the deep artistic sense of the text as a single unity.

Method of instruction: lectures - presentation of the theoretical material (including PowerPoint presentations,
involving students in asking and answering questions, commenting and analyzing); seminars - students’ active




participation in discussing the relevant theoretical issues prescribed by the plans of the seminars (individually, in small
groups, in class discussions), doing practical tasks including the stylistic analysis of texts.
